GNFAC Avalanche Advisory for Sat Jan 19, 2013

Good morning. Thisis Mark Staples with the Gallatin National Forest Avalanche Advisory issued on Saturday,
January 19 at 7:30 am. Today’s advisory is sponsored by a Montana FWP Recreation Trails Grant. This
advisory does not apply to operating ski areas.

Mountain Weather

Y esterday winds were gusting 40-60 mph but eased some this morning blowing westerly 10-30 mph. A dlight
inversion was in place this morning with mountain temperatures near 20 degrees F and valley temperaturesin
the teens F and just below zero F near West Y ellowstone. A NW flow at the leading edge of aridge of high
pressure may bring afew clouds over SW Montanatoday. Temperatures will climb into the high 20s and low
30s F, and westerly winds will blow 10-30 mph.

Snowpack and Avalanche Discussion

Bridger Range Madison Range Gallatin Range

Lionhead area near West Y ellowstone Cooke City

Y esterday, Eric and | found the last remaining powder in the Bridger Range just north of Bridger Bowl as well
as evidence of strong winds from the last few days. We aso found a layer of weak, faceted snow buried 6-16
inches deep (snowpitl, snowpit2). A good place to trigger an avalanche is where fresh wind slabs rest on this
layer. Fortunately, wind slabs are easy to see and avoid. Also, thislayer does not exist on many slopes but
slopes that have it shouldn’t be trusted. Finally, looking for and assessing this layer can be done really quickly
because it is not buried very deeply. Dig several quick snowpits no more than two feet deep. See how in this
video.

Doug was skiing just south of Cooke City yesterday. Although this area mostly lacks a similar layer of facets, he
looked for it because it doesn’t take much time and is lurking on afew slopes.

Travel advicetoday issimple. Avoid fresh drifts and wind slabs, and avoid steep slopes with alayer of weak
facets buried 6-16 inches deep. If either problem is encountered, pick a different slope or one less than 30
degreesin stegpness. Each of these avalanche problems makes human triggered aval anches possible today and
the avalanche danger israted MODERATE.
