Consistent snow and wind have devel oped large cornices alonge exposed ridgelines. Cornices are dangerous for
afew reasons. When traveling along the top of the ridge they can fail and pull back farther than one might
expect. They can also fail naturally making great triggers for the slopes below. Avoiding corniced ridgelines and
slopes below cornicesis agood idea this time of year. Photo GNFAC
